New Business:  Sandy and Jan Vroman will once again go to Image Projections to obtain items to use for our door 
prizes for our membership meetings for the year.  A Membership Manual was created by our current Membership 
Director, Sandy Acton, and she has passed it on to Anne Harriman to add to our website.   It will be a work-in-
progress.  Humane Society Show will again be hosting a garage sale during the car show.  If you have any items you 
would like to donate to the Humane Society for this sale, please bring them with you.  
 
Round Table:   Tom Poloskey asked if the By-Laws stated that each Newsletter is to contain the Treasurer’s Report?   
Yes, it does.  Do we need to vote to have the By-Laws changed since we do not put the Treasurer’s Report  in the 
Newsletter?  Currently it reads,…..“The Editor shall insure that the minutes of each General membership and Board 
of Directors meetings are printed each month and in cooperation with the Treasurer, shall insure that a Treasurer’s 
Report is printed each month..…” The Board will announce to the membership what has been found and recommend 
the membership to vote to have the By-Laws changed.  We would need to have a quota of members at the meeting in 
order to vote on any changes.  Jim Vroman asked if the By-Laws could be changed so a member could hold an Offi-
cer of the Club position for longer than a five (5) year consecutive period?

In no event, shall a member serve more than five (5) consecutive terms as an 
officer of the Club.   After a one (1) year hiatus, he or she may then return as an officer under the previously de-
scribed term limitations.”  It was brought to the attention of the Board that any amendments be submitted in writing 
to the Club Secretary from any five (5) members in good standing.  Then the Secretary will read the proposed 
Amendment at the General Membership Meeting where discussion will follow and the proposed Amendment will be 
published in the next monthly Newsletter, when then a second reading and vote on the proposal will be held at the 
second General Membership Meeting following its presentation to the Secretary.  And again, a quorum of 51% of the 
membership is to be present with a 2/3 majority vote is required for the passage of an Amendment.  Hurld to bring to 
the membership the issues above next Tuesday.

1. Make sure all your, required, lights are working. Nothing raises a red flag like a broken taillight, a head-
light out, no turn signals or a lack of brake lights that is not only illegal but also dangerous.
