Corvette Connection May, 2010 

 
National Corvette Museum Driving Simulators created by some of the same engineers that developed the 
flight simulators for the aeronautics industry, Virage Simulation Inc. has taken the danger out of learning 
to drive with two new, state-of-the-art driving simulators located in the National Corvette Museum.  The 
simulators are designed to present a limitless number of scenarios that drivers can face… challenging 
situations on city streets and freeways and in all kinds of weather conditions. The National Corvette Mu-
seum purchased and installed the simulators as a permanent addition to the Museum, furthering the Mu-
seum’s mission of  educating the public and making a positive impact in the community. 
 
When the seatbelt is secured and the key is turned, the dashboard lights up and drivers can feel and hear 
the virtual engine running.  The driving experience is so authentic that drivers will feel the vibration of the 
pavement under their virtual tires, and the weight of the car shift as the wheel is turned. The simulators are 
so real, in fact, that warnings of motion sickness are posted, and all drivers must have at least a learner’s 
permit to operate the equipment.  Five educational programs are offered on the simulators, including 
Emergency Driving Situations; Driving Under the Influence; Speed, Road Conditions and Stopping Dis-
tances; Hazard Perception and Fuel Efficient Driving. 
 
The simulators are open for museum visitor use daily, 8am to 4:30 p.m. Visitors can sign up for a time slot on a simula-
tor at the admissions counter. Session length is approximately 15 minutes. 
 
Those interested in reserving a longer period of time on the simulators, or for use after Museum hours for 
private instruction or drivers education courses may do so for an extra fee.

In caring for your wiper blades, you should check your wiper blades seasonally.  The wiper blades may 
separate and scratch your windshield when you least expect it. 
 
Clean car windshields and wipe the windshield with paper coffee filters.  Coffee filters will cut grease and 
give you great results.   
 
When your wipers blades start streaking and squeaking when in use, try cleaning them before considering 
buying new ones.   
 
You can try roughing up the wiper blades with sandpaper  to refresh the edges of the blades to get more ser-
vice from them.   
 
Also, try wiping the blades with white vinegar to soften the rubber on them for better cleaning.  
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Members may contact Image Projections (and only Image Projections) directly to pur-
chase any item in “Good Taste” from any of the items they have available for embroidery.
