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Katech Weekend at the Autobahn Country Club (Joliet , IL)

On June 5 & 6, 2010 we were invited to attend the 3rd annual Katech Track Attack event at the Autobahn Country 
Club in Joliet, IL.  The Autobahn is a private road racing facility with a 22 turn, 3.56 mile long course that can be di-
vided into a North course that is 1.46 miles long and has 9 turns and a South course that is 2.1 miles long (with a 2000 

foot straightaway) and has 15 turns.  The Katech event was 
held on the South Track and there were 29 Corvettes, 1 
Camaro, and 1 Porsche (don’t know how he got invited!!!) 
 
We arrived at the track early on Saturday morning and, since 
our car had already gone thru tech inspection at Katech in 
Michigan, we went down to our Autobahn host’s (Mike) 
‘garage’ which also holds his living quarters and overlooks the 
North Track.  His ‘garage’ had 7 two car stackers on each side 
and room in the middle for another dozen cars.   
 
 
 
 

What a beautiful layout for a car guy.  The second floor of 
his ‘garage’ is the play room and had 4 large screen TV’s, 
games, shuffle board, pool tables, etc. while the third floor 
held Mike’s living area.  Mike has a professionally built 
C6.R Corvette with a Katech engine and Holinger sequen-
tial shift transmission that is affectionately known as ‘the 
Beast’ and it is well named! 
 
 The first order of the day was the driver’s meeting where 
we were briefed on track rules, track conditions, the mean-
ing of the various flags used at the track, and we were also 
introduced to the safety crew and the corner workers (Safety is the highest priority at the track and they really run the 
place well!).  We were also introduced to Tommy Archer and Andy Pilgrim, two professional drivers who would be 

available to any of us to drive our cars with us riding shotgun 
and give us pointers on the lines to run and to demonstrate 
how to properly run the track. 
 
 The attendees were broken up into three groups: ad-
vanced/professional, intermediate, and beginner.  Since I had 
not been at the track before, I signed up for the newbee class. 
Due to the fact that only one group was on the track at a time, 
you could run speeds that were commensurate with the rest of 
the related drivers.
