Present:  Tom Smith, Phil Elder, Cheryl Gelisse, Jan and Jim Vroman, Jim and Anne Harriman, Sheila 
Hodge, and Sandy Acton.  Hosted by Jim and Anne Harriman.  
 
Meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by our President Tom Smith.  Tom began the meeting discussing 
the audit and the updated changes along with the new Treasurer‘s Report. 
 
Officer/Committee Reports:   After much discussion an updated Audit Report was submitted to the board 
with notifications of changes to be discussed at our General Membership Meeting tomorrow night (9-15-
09). The changes are as follows: 1) Glen Flewelling will be reimbursed for an overage he gave to Team 
Corvette in error during the Festival of Corvettes, Al Serra Show; and 2) in balancing our Humane Society 
Show, the paper report submitted shows an error when comparing it to the actual balance in our Club ac-
count.  More information will be discussed at the meeting. Jim Harriman reported he will present to the 
membership a new May, June and July Treasurer’s Report for voting purposes, along with August Report. 
Also, new Treasurer’s Reports will be available for the membership to view minor updates, for January 
through April 2009. One-third of our funds ($425.00) in which we raised from the Al Serra Show will be 
presented to Whaley Children’s Center tomorrow night.  Cheryl Gelisse reported that she omitted in her 
August Minutes our donation we presented that night to Tara Sturgis for the Humane Society from our Car/
Bike/Truck Show we had in July.  Minutes stand as corrected.  Tom Smith announced, per requirement, that 
our President, Vice President and Secretary’s names have been put on file at the State of Michigan office.  
Membership and Advertising Committees are to have their final outline done and ready to present it to the 
membership by next month.  We have new members who have joined and they are Bob and Bonny Fall.  
More information to follow.  Jan Vroman announced that Tricia Rinehart, from Whaley Children’s Center, 
will be coming to our October meeting so we can present her with our donation check. She also discussed 
our social calendar being busier than ever.  More information on all the events will be discussed tomorrow 
with further details.  
 
Old Business:  Tom Smith asked for a Motion to accept the August Board Minutes as printed, seconded by 
Phil Elder.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  With all Anne Harriman has on her plate these last few 
months, the status of our Club Documentation and History Tab on the website is still in the works.  Anne 
has other items to add to the Associate Member Section and will update that also.

Jim Vroman reported that he has not had an opportunity to talk 
with Denny Dunfield at Al Serra lately regarding the idea of expanding the Al Serra Show to more than just 
corvettes.  Jim will contact Denny and report at next months meeting. Jim also presented to the Board an 
example of a “Reimbursement Form” for our Club to incorporate for our use.  This was one requirement the 
Board has requested our Club to start utilizing.  All were in favor.  For any future new Board members, our 
Policy and Procedures documentation will need to be updated to include a paragraph detailing the amount 
of money approved by the Board for our Social Director to use monthly for prizes.  The Board can approve 
most items, but the membership can veto, if voted on, any final decisions the Board makes, within reason.

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Tom Smith will add this item to his agenda so it can be brought up for discussion at our membership 
meetings.  Tom Smith mention his earlier commitment he had given to the membership to host a meeting 
at Brick Street this year.  With this issue not being discussed or mentioned openly at our next two meet-
ings (September and October), Tom will email club members announcing our change of venue for our No-
vember meeting place to Brick Street and for them to take note.  Jan Vroman will notify her contact at 
Toys for Tots of change as they will be present at the November meeting to accept our donations.  Tom 
Smith will notify Mario’s that we will not be utilizing them for our November and December meetings. 
 
New Business:   When Jim and Jan Vroman visited National Headquarters in Bowling Green, they no-
ticed quite a few artifacts from other clubs in National’s show cases.  To honor our 10th year as a club, Jan 
suggested we send in one of our hats that says Team Corvette for them to display.  Anne Harriman will be 
adding an embellishment to highlight the years we have been officially a club and where we are from.  
Anne will also gather all the pictures she has from over the 10 years and run a slide show on our anniver-
sary night for all to enjoy.  The nomination process was discussed and suggestions were given; a) have 
current Board members stand and give a quick synopses of what their job entails; b) have a form created 
for anyone interested to fill out and submit to the Board.  Tom will also start to promote the selection of 
officers at tomorrow nights meeting and again in October and November, as elections will be held at our 
Christmas party in December.  With Sandy Acton having to step down from her position as Membership 
Director, she has taken the liberty of creating our new Membership Renewal forms for 2010 for the new 
Membership Director.

Jim 
Vroman addressed an issue if our balance in our checking account at the end of the year is large, and won-
dered if there could be any repercussions toward the Club by auditors due to a high balance?  After look-
ing at upcoming events and expenses, our account should not be large and we will continue to leave ap-
proximately $2,000 as we have in the past.  Remember, dues will be coming in that we have to keep for 
payment on our Newsletter, so you can’t take those monies into account.  If there happens to be a large 
amount at the end of the year, any member can make a recommendation to the membership to make a do-
nation.  Then a vote would need to be taken.  
  
Round Table:  Tom Smith reported for Tom Poloskey stating he is requesting all articles need to be sent 
to him by September 25th.  Jan wanted to make sure we would be electing a new Board at the December 
Christmas party.  Sheila gave Tom Smith a CD for him to play at our October’s meeting of the car races at 
Dixie Raceway.

1. Completely fill your vehicle with gas.

5.  Record the mileage of your vehicle with a full tank. This will be your ending mileage: ex. 47952.13 
miles. 

6.  Subtract your mileage at the second fill up from your mileage at the first fill up. This number will be the 
miles driven between fill ups: ex. 47952.13 - 47,589.05 = 363.98 miles. 

7.  Divide the number of gallons put in at your second fill up from the miles driven between fill up. This 
will be your miles per gallon or MPG: ex. 363.98 / 11.6 = 30.3 MPG.
